A. General
1. Scope of Bid

1.1 The Procuring Entity as defined in the BDS, invites bids for the construction of Works,
as described in Section VI.

3.3 Furthermore, the Funding Source and the Procuring Entity reserve the right to inspect

4, Conflict of Interest

4.1 All bidders found to have conflicting interests with each other shall be disqualified to
participate in the procurement at hand, without prejudice to the imposition of appropriate
administrative, civil, and criminal sanctions.

may affect the cost, duration and execution or implementation of the contract, project,
or work.

6.5 The Procuring Entity shall not assume any responsibility regarding erroneous
interpretations or conclusions by the prospective or eligible bidder out of the data
furnished by the procuring entity. However, the Procuring Entity shall ensure that all
information in the Bidding Documents, including supplemental/bid bulletins issued
are correct and consistent.

6.6 Before submitting their bids, the Bidders are deemed to have become familiar with
all existing laws, decrees, ordinances, acts and regulations of the Philippines which
may affect the contract in any way.

6.7 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his
bid, and the Procuring Entity will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs,
regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

6.8 Bidders should note that the Procuring Entity will only accept bids only from those
that have paid the nonrefundable fee for the Bidding Documents at the office
indicated in the Invitation to Bid.

17. Termination for Default of Procuring Entity

The Contractor may terminate this Contract with the Procuring Entity if the works are
completely stopped for a continuous period of at least sixty (60) calendar days through
no fault of its own, due to any of the following reasons:

(a) Failure of the Procuring Entity to deliver, within a reasonable time, supplies,
